f. Planning Policy: SPC request for ‘Saltford South of the A4’ landscape
designation (AGLV or LGS):

To receive an update following a response from B&NES Council’s senior
Planning Policy officers, further to SPC’s request to meet to discuss SPC’s bid
for designated landscape protection for the area referred to as ‘Saltford South
of the A4’.

As resolved under item 8.e at the July meeting, to resolve whether to contact
the Local Government Ombudsman with regards to B&NES Council’s
handling of SPC’s request for landscape designation and its request for direct
discussions with B&NES Council’s senior Planning Policy officers.

To resolve to utilise the document as appropriate to support SPC’s actions to
protect Saltford’s Green Belt, including its use as supporting evidence for
SPC’s designation of Saltford's Green Belt as an Area of Great Landscape
value (AGLV), as resolved at SPC’s March 2024 meeting.

12. B&NES COUNCIL: 2024/25 PARKING CHARGE REVIEW CONSULTATION
(INCLUDING EMISSIONS BASED CHARGING)

To resolve a view on B&NES Council’s consultation proposals which include the
introduction of emission-based parking charges to all B&NES Council-managed
paid-for parking areas in Bath and North East Somerset. B&NES Council has stated
that emission-based parking means that people with higher polluting vehicles would
pay slightly more to encourage a shift to cleaner, more sustainable travel in the area.

To resolve a view on proposed emission based charging at The Shallows car park
(the only B&NES Council car park in Saltford with paid-for parking, and therefore
only car park in Saltford included in the Parking Charge Review consultation) from
October 2024, to apply 7 days a week from 1 April to 30 September, including the
additional charge for diesel-fuelled vehicles of £0.30 for short-duration stays of up to
3 hours.

In addition to the proposed introduction of emission-based charges, to resolve a view
on B&NES Council proposals to increase the hourly charge for the least polluting
vehicles in The Shallows car park by:

13. B&NES COUNCIL TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER CONSULTATION - 24-
021 MANOR ROAD, SALTFORD (PROHIBITION OF MOTOR VEHICLEYS)

To resolve a response to the B&NES Council Traffic Regulation Order consultation
on the Prohibition of Motor Vehicles at Manor Road, Saltford (AKA closing Manor
Road ‘lane’, the section of highway that runs south of Montague Road, to vehicles).

This follows the request made by SPC as resolved at its July 2023 meeting to
B&NES Council, to create a safer environment for pedestrians, cyclists and horse
riders as well as to encourage and aid ‘active travel’. The proposed initiative has also
been requested and supported by B&NES Ward Clir Duncan Hounsell.
